CHENTIS-KRUEGER COMMUNITY SENIOR CENTER GUIDELINES 

 
 All applicants must fill out a reservation form in City Clerk's Office.   
 City of Delafield groups that have 501(c)3 exemption or groups that are eligible to apply for 

501(c)3 exemption will not be charged for the use of the Fish Hatchery Center.  Charges will 
apply to political, commercial, labor and religious groups. 

 No smoking allowed 
 Candle burning prohibited in building 
 Use of duct tape on the walls is prohibited 
 25 parking spaces available on lower level - large municipal parking lot on upper level 
 Seating (75 chairs available) 
 Eight 6' tables, 2 round tables (seats 6-8 each)  available 
 No food preparation - may use refrigerator and oven for warming only 
 For art and craft shows, a fee of  $25.00 per artist (minimum of $100) per day plus security 

deposit  
 

To receive full refund of security deposit, the building must be cleaned as follows:  
 

 Kitchen counters cleaned, dishes washed and put away 
 Floors swept, spills wiped up 
 Clean up oven or microwave if used 
 Table and chairs cleaned and stacked 
 Leftover food and beverages removed from refrigerator 
 Garbage and recyclables removed from building and bathrooms and placed in 

appropriate recycling and trash containers outside 
 
Please note: The cleaning supplies in the locked closet are for use by the cleaning 
company only.  You must bring your own cleaning supplies; broom, dust pan, kitchen 
towels, spray cleaners, trash can liners, etc.   
 
Sound System 
 
The sound system is available for an additional fee of $25.00 plus a $100.00 security deposit.  
The security deposit is refundable if the sound system cabinet is locked after use and no 
damage has occurred during use.  The microphone must be turned off and placed inside the 
cabinet.  If you encounter any problems with the sound system, please contact Ellen at City Hall 
(262-646-6220).
