Discussions took place about the weed harvesting operation.  The lake 
restoration feasibility study was discussed and the Committee is looking 
for outside sources of money to defray the cost.  The in-lake storage of 
the lake dredging spoils has been eliminated.  Discussions have taken 
place with H. Bunk of the DNR to review the sensitive areas of the lake.  
They hope to have a recommendation on the sensitive areas by the end of 
the month.  Dredging factors are an important factor for the feasibility 
study because sediment studies need to be done on the areas.  K. 
Weidemeyer has done studies, prepared recommendations, and 
estimates will be given.  P. Schuman met last Wednesday with the Public 
Works Committee and later that evening with the Village of Nashotah to 
give them an update on the Lake Feasibility Study.  The Lake Welfare 
Committee is discussing the possibility of purchasing its own dredging 
equipment.  The Lake Welfare Committee will meet this Wednesday at 6 
p.m.   

 
1. RECOMMENDATION REGARDING WEED HARVESTING 

POSSIBLE EXTENSION. 
 

T. Hafner gave a recommendation to the Lake Welfare Committee.  
The Lake Welfare Committee voted not to extend additional weed 
harvesting this year but to discuss for next year.  The primary 
reasoning for this decision is due to budgeting.  L. Kuklinski 
thought that this issue would be addressed at length with the 
budget.  The biggest issue that came up this year was the lack of 
manpower at the end of the season.  P. Schuman stated that the 
Committee has discussed having a smaller harvester working in 
closer quarters.  M. Carlson addressed the possibility of having 
volunteers operate the weed harvesting equipment and the 
insurance ramifications of such an action.  This will be discussed 
further with the budget. 
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e. PARK AND RECREATION COMMISSION  

 
The Park & Recreation Commission has been working on their budget 
during the last few meetings.   
 
The Veteran’s Memorial Riverwalk (VMR) is on track.  On November 11th 
the VMR will be having an open house at the Fish Hatchery.  All 
elementary schools have been contacted and each school will make a 
presentation on a specific war.   
 
The committee reviewed user fees for the parks and have recommended 
an increase of these fees based on the budget and public feedback.   
 
1. STATUS UPDATE ON HARTLAND JOINT SERVICES/PROGRAMS 

 
C. Rahmlow was present and addressed the Common Council.  A 
memo was included in the commissioner’s packets outlining the 
participation in the programs.  By partnering with Hartland, the 
Park & Recreation has been able to offer a wide variety of 
programs.  It is not feasible to offer a wide band of programs 
alone, but is feasible by partnering.  Summer is the most 
important of the three sessions.  This program could be expanded 
to include other communities.  She recommended continuing the 
program.   
 
M. GARDNER MOTIONED TO EXTEND THE AGREEMENT 
BETWEEN HARTLAND AND THE CITY OF DELAFIELD FOR 
THE RECREATION PROGRAM UNTIL THE NEXT CONTRACT 
YEAR.  L. KUKLINSKI SECONDED THE MOTION.  IT WAS 
CLARIFIED THAT THE COUNCIL WOULD BE CONSIDERING 
RENEWAL OF THIS CONTRACT AGAIN FOR THE NEXT YEAR 
IN MARCH 2004.  M. GARDNER ACCEPTED THIS 
AMENDMENT TO CONTINUE THE PRESENT CONTRACT WITH 
REVIEW OF A NEW CONTRACT NEXT MARCH.  L. KUKLINSKI
