Council and approved by the Del-Hart Commission.

SECTION 3:  Section 13.05(1)(i) of the Municipal Code is hereby repealed and recreated to read as follows:

0] WATER METERS. The City Council by a majority vote may require that all existing and new institutional,
governmental, commercial, industrial users or other users whose flows may vary from permanent
calculated estimates shall install a water meter with outside reading for all water usage. The City Council
by a majority vote may require that in multi-use buildings, such as a mixture of commercial and residential
or apartments, a water meter shall be installed for the use where it would otherwise be required due to the
commercial nature of the use. Upon majority vote of the Council, certain commercial users may be exempt
from the requirements to meter by reason of seasonal or periodic use or due to minimum flows. Meters
shall be furnished and maintained by the City. Meters shall be replaced or tested by the City in accordance
with the Public Service Commission requirements according to meter size. Installation of the meter shall be
performed by a licensed plumber. All costs shall be at the expense of the user requiring the meter,
including installation and any piping revisions required. The City will provide water usage readings on a
quarterly basis within 30 days following the end of each quarter indicating water usage. If water usage of a
facility is not in direct relationship to sewage flow, such as cooling water, lawn sprinkling or other process
water not discharged into the sewer, then an exemption meter(s) may be installed as per Section
13.05(1)(j). Water usage shall be the measure for determining both sewer service charges and additional
connection fees. If a user's sewer flow based on water usage after a previous assignment of DUEs
increases on an average of 1.00 DUE or more for a full year (July 1-June 30), then and in that event the
proper additional reserve capacity connection fee shall be billed the City by the Del-Hart Commission and
the City shall pass the cost (plus additional City connection fees) on to the user with the increased flow.
Future sewer service charges shall also be based on the increased DUEs from that point on. The City shall
order all users covered by this paragraph to install and connect a water meter within one year of receipt of
written notice from the City.

DUEs may be established for other than single family residential, duplex and multifamily units by the
property owners by installation of an approved water meter and the supplying of the actual metered flow to
the City Administrator or his designee. The water meter shall be installed in such a manner to provide
accessibility to the City Administrator or his designee so actual meter readings can be observed. Once a
meter is installed, it shall not be removed (except for exemption meters, which may be removed at the
request of the user). If a meter becomes defective or damaged in some way, it shall be replaced at
property owner's expense. The City shall not be responsible for damage to property because of a defective
meter. All costs shall be at the expense of the person requiring the meter, including any piping revisions
required to insure that only water required to be sewered is metered by the meter. The Sewer Utility shall
collect a meter charge for reading and maintaining meters. The amount of the quarterly meter charge shall
be as established by the Approving Authority from time to time and shall be based on the meter size. This



charge shall be in addition to the wastewater service charge. Regardless of the amount of metered water
shown, no user shall be charged for less than one DUE.

If commercial or industrial users obtain all or any part of their water from sources other than a public water
utility, all or any part of which is discharged into the public sewers, the user shall be required to have a
water meter or meters installed for the purposes of determining the volume of water obtained from these
other sources. Should the City determine that the water usage is too small to justify a meter, the City shall
have the authority to waive this requirement and a rate shall be established based on estimated water
usage and the provisions in this section. Schedule A shall be used as the basis for such rates. The City
shall charge for each meter to compensate for reading and servicing the meter.

SECTION 4: All ordinances or parts of this ordinance conflicting or contravening the provisions of this
ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 5:  This Ordinance shall become effective upon passage and publication as required by law.

(since notices were published). It was clarified that the consent of the communities was not needed
although the two owner municipalities’ administrative staff had received all of the notices and the
amending ordinance with no opposition received by the commission’s staff. Likewise, all five
municipal clerks in the sewer service area had received full information regarding the Amending
Ordinance No. 01-2010 and no opposition was received as well.

G. MACDOUGALL MOVED TO ADOPT ORDINANCE NO. 01-2010 — AN ORDINANCE
AMENDING THE DELAFIELD-HARTLAND WATER POLLUTION CONTROL COMMISSION
SEWER USE AND USER CHARGE ORDINANCE. R. LANDWEHR SECONDED THE MOTION.
THERE WAS NO FURTHER DISCUSSION. ALL WERE IN FAVOR. MOTION CARRIED.

GENERAL MANAGER’S REPORT

JTS Direct LLC’s Appeal of Additional Domestic User Equivalents from 2010

JTS Direct LLC’s Representatives R. Schrab and R. Grimme were present to discuss their appeal
before the Commission. A handout depicting their data and findings was distributed to the
Commissioners. JTS is appealing their additional 4.00 Domestic User Equivalents (DUES) invoiced
(for $16,916) in September 2010.

In response to the questions posed to JTS Direct in the November 9, 2010 letter from the Delafield-
Hartland Water Pollution Control Commission, R. Schrab, JTS Direct's CFO responded:

1. Why has no response been received from the initial warning letter sent to your company on
August 28, 2009 for the first additional 4.00 DUEs recorded beyond your assignment of 6.75
DUEs?

When the original warning letter was received, neither R. Schrab nor R. Grimme was
employed by JTS Direct at that time. Once R. Schrab became aware of the problem he
immediately investigated it. He explained that the pressroom manager (who was supposedly
given the letter) was released from employment a few months after the lefter was received.
Evidence was found indicating the pressroom manager had begun to investigate the matter
and then his replacement had suddenly passed away in an accident. R. Schrab had just
become aware of the original warning letter and began investigating the issue right away.
During that time, JTS Direct was engaged in closing an Indiana plant, relocating its
operations, and moving all of its heavy printing equipment to the Hartland plant.

2. What was the cause of your increased sewer usage above and beyond your assignment of
6.75 DUEs and when did this first occur?

During late 2008 and the first three quarters of 2009, JTS Direct's water usage dramatically
increased because they had closed a plant in Indiana and had moved all of their printing
equipment from that location to Hartland. The last printing press was installed when R.
Schrab joined the company in 2009. Their printing presses use the majority of water in the
plant and not all of it is going down the sewer. In late 2009, the biggest printing press began
operations and consequently their water usage went up. As the printing presses were
installed and started up (a very complicated procedure), no consideration was made as to

Section 5.2(10) of the Ordinance is hereby amended to substitute “205
gal. per capita per day” for the phrase “275 gal. per capita per day.”

SECTION IV. Section 5.2(16) of the Ordinance, at the third sentence thereof, is hereby
amended by deleting the word “extension” and replacing it with the word “expansion.”

SECTION V. Section 6.6(8) of the Ordinance is hereby amended to add thereto:
“- Phenol 0.1 mg/1”

SECTION VI. Section 6.11(1) of the Ordinance is hereby amended to delete the phrase
“1,000 gallons per day” and to replace it with the phrase “one (1.00) DUE.”

SECTION VII. Section 6.11(3) of the Ordinance is hereby amended by deleting the last
sentence thereof and replacing it with:

“Regardless of the amount of metered exemption water, no User Shall be charged for less
than one (1.00) DUE for each single Building Sewer connected to a Sanitary Sewer, unless the
Commission determines otherwise.”



SECTION VIII. Section 7.8 of the Ordinance is hereby amended to add the following
sentence thereto, to-wit:

“Each separate building located on any parcel of real estate Shall be served by a separate
Building Sewer, unless the Commission by resolution determines otherwise.”

SECTION IX. Section 10.2(1) of the Ordinance is hereby amended to delete therefrom
the words “September 15 and “October 1°” and to substitute therefore the words “November
1°"” and “December 1°” respectively.

SECTION X. Section 10.2(3) of the Ordinance is hereby amended to delete the words
“November 1°** and to substitute therefore “December 15%.”

SECTION XI. Section 13.8(2) of the Ordinance is hereby amended by renumbering
subsections (a), (b) and (c) thereof to read (b), (c) and (d); and creating a new (a), to read as
follows:

Section 13.8 Judicial Remedies.
XXX
2) Civil Penalties.

(a) Any Person violating any provision of this Ordinance, who continues
such violation after notice as provided for in Section 13.2 above, Shall
forfeit to the Commission the sum of $500 for each violation, in
addition to all other penalties provided for herein. Each day or any
part thereof during which such violation continues Shall be considered
as a separate violation for purposes hereof.

SECTION XII. Section 14.2 of the Ordinance is hereby amended to delete the word
“Board.”

SECTION XIII. Section 18.6(1)(e) of the Ordinance is hereby amended by deleting
therefrom the second, third and fourth sentences thereof, and substituting the following
sentences:

(e) ... The average residential flow Shall be assumed to equal 75,000
gallons per year (205 gallons per day).

EXCLUSIVE SOLID WASTE AND RECYCLABLES
COLLECTION & DISPOSAL CONTRACT

THIS CONTRACT (“Contract”) is made and entered into this ____ day of December, 2010, by
and between the City of Delafield (hereinafter called “City”) and Veolia ES Solid Waste Midwest, LLC, a
Wisconsin limited liability company (hereinafter called “Contractor”).

WITNESETH:

WHEREAS, the City recognizes that it is desirable that provisions be made for the regular and
efficient collection of solid waste and recyclables within the legal boundary limits of the City; and,

WHEREAS, the City desires that an independent contractor be utilized to perform said collection
services within the legal boundary limits of the City and desires to enter into a contract granting the
Contractor the exclusive right to collect the weekly generated solid waste, and recyclable materials from
all single-family and multi-family residential units within the City limits.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises set forth herein, and for other good and

valuable consideration, the receipt whereof is hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows.

1. Definitions: The following terms and definitions shall apply in the interpretation of this Contract:
a. “Bulky Items” shall mean a solid waste item which cannot be containerized, bagged or
bundled and may:
1. not be included in the regular collection hereunder; or
ii. require proper preparation prior to collection as provided in Sections 5 and 6 of this
contract; or
iii. be subject to additional fees as set forth in the attached Exhibit A and/or
notification to the Contractor for collection; or
iv. may be considered hazardous waste
Bulky items include but are not limited to: dishwashers, washing machines, dryers, water
softeners, water heaters, carpet and padding, household goods and furniture (such as, for example,
sofas, chairs, tables, mattresses, box springs and other similar domestic items), appliances
(whether or not containing Freon), building & demolition materials, board lumber, auto parts,

tires, automotive batteries, waste oil, landscape timbers, piers, rocks, dirt, concrete, drywall,



plaster, siding, windows, doors, cabinets, sinks, bath tubs, toilet bowls, basins, business materials,

yard waste, E-Waste, hazardous materials, chemicals, paints, oils, and like materials.

b.

“Contractor” shall mean Veolia ES Solid Waste Midwest, LLC, a Wisconsin limited
liability company.

“County” shall mean Waukesha County, Wisconsin.

“County MRF” shall mean the Waukesha County Material Recovery Facility.

“E-Waste” shall mean TV’s, computers, monitors and other electronic devices considered
hazardous waste & banned from landfill disposal.

“Household Unit” shall mean all single-family and multi-family dwelling units within the
City. For purposes of this Agreement, a Single-Family dwelling shall be counted as one
(1) Household Unit, and Multi-family dwellings shall be counted as two (2) or more
Household Units.

‘“Recyclables” shall mean recyclable materials limited to the following (and subject to the
acceptance by the County’s MRF): glass containers (various colors), aluminum cans, steel
/ tin cans, plastic bottles (HDPE and PET), newspapers, magazines & catalogs, household
office paper, junk mail/envelopes, phone books, paperback books, corrugated cardboard
and paper egg cartons, paper towel rolls, tissue boxes, etc. Recyclables shall be placed in
City provided 18 gallon containers. Recyclables shall be sorted by dual stream
(“commingled”) or single stream as requested or required by the County. If commingled,
all paper recyclables/cardboard must be contained in paper -bags or bundled per MRF
specifications. Other items approved by the County MRF for acceptance from time-to-
time will be collected as part of this contract.

“Service Recipient” shall mean each Single-Family and each Multi-Family Household
Unit within the City.

“Municipal Buildings” shall include:

City Hall/Library — 500 Genesee Street

Public Safety/Public Works — 111 & 115 Main Street

Fish Hatchery Building — 417 Main Street

“Solid Waste” shall mean municipal solid waste materials generated in the normal and
ordinary course by Household Units within the City that is contained in bags or cans each

not to exceed 32-gallons in capacity or 60 pounds in weight. The term “Solid Waste”



specifically excludes business material, special waste, E-Waste, hazardous waste or other
types of materials which require special handling and disposal.

k. “City” shall mean the City of Delafield, a Wisconsin municipality.

I. “Yard Waste” shall mean the following materials generated by Household Units in the
normal and ordinary course: leaves, grass clippings, trimmings, branches, brush and
woody materials from minor and routine household clean up projects. Yard Waste
disposal is excluded from this contract but is limited to Service Recipients on a
subscription basis payable by Service Recipient directly to the Contractor. At the
commencement of this contract, Christmas trees are not considered to be yard waste and
will be collected in January with regular residential refuse. Any trees exceeding seven (7)
foot in length must be cut in half. Christmas trees must be placed at the roadside for

collection.

2. Term: The term of this Contract shall be five (5) years commencing 1/1/2011 (the
“Commencement Date”) and terminating 12/31/2015. This Contract shall be renewed for
additional terms of two (2) years unless either party provides the other party with written notice
via certified mail, of its intent not to renew at least ninety (90) days prior to the expiration of the

then current term.

3. Exclusivity: The City hereby grants to Contractor the exclusive right, and Contractor hereby
accepts the obligation, to collect, transport and dispose of all Solid Waste and Recyclables
generated by Service Recipients within the legal boundary limits of the City as its legal limits may
be modified from time to time by annexation during the term of this Contract (collectively the
“Collection Services™). No other private or public refuse collector shall be permitted by the City
to provide weekly household Collection Services to Service Recipients during the term of this
Contract. The City shall take all actions necessary to enforce this provision. (Residents and
Commercial Businesses can however contract with any licensed hauler for private use of roll off
or other disposal containers.) Contractor shall, at its own expense, furnish personnel and
equipment sufficient to accomplish the work herein described. Contractor shall establish and

maintain collection routes in an efficient manner.



4. Collection, Equipment and Time of Pickup: Collection of Solid Waste and recyclables shall

occur weekly throughout each calendar year. Collections shall occur between the hours of 6:30
am. and 5:00 p.m., unless extended times are approved by the City. Contractor shall be
responsible for and shall clean up, at its sole cost and expense, any materials spilled by Contractor
in the course of performing its collection, transportation and/or disposal responsibilities under this
contract. The Service Recipient shall be responsible for and shall clean up any materials spilled
not as a result of Contractor’s collection. Contractor shall provide up-the-drive collection service
of Solid Waste and Recyclables and shall make reasonable accommodations for persons with
disabilities requiring at-the-door service. Service Recipient must leave sufficient access for
Contractor’s collection vehicles. Contractor accepts no responsibility for items left within 10° of
bags or cans on collection day that are disposed of in error. Residents who do not have their
refuse out for collection on time and who request an additional trip will be subject to a “call back”

fee payable at the time of pick up.

5. Furniture, Bulky Items and Non-Freon Appliances - Collection & Charges: Contractor shall

collect furniture at the curb on a weekly basis. Other Bulky Items will be collected on an on-call
basis. The Service Recipient requesting Bulky Items collection shall contact Contractor directly
and arrange for a time and date for the collection of the Bulky Item, which shall occur within one
week of the request. Contractor shall provide curb collection service for Bulky Items and shall
charge the Service Recipient directly at the rates set forth on Exhibit A (which include collection
and disposal costs). Carpeting and carpet padding shall be cut up in rolls approximately three feet

(3’) in width and such rolls shall be securely tied with twine or rope.

6. Building Material: Contractor shall collect one (1) 32-gallon can of building material on a

weekly basis provided the material is not generated by a professional contractor. A fee would be
assessed for additional building material. The Service Recipient requesting collection of additional
building materials shall contact Contractor directly and arrange for a time and date for the

collection of the Item(s), which shall occur within one week of the request.

7. Freon Appliances & Other Excluded Items - Collection & Charges: Contractor shall collect

Freon Appliances on an on-call basis. The Service Recipient requesting collection shall contact

Contractor directly and arrange for a time and date for the collection of the Item(s), which shall

occur within one week of the request. Contractor shall provide curb collection service for all
Items and shall charge the Service Recipient directly at the rates set forth on Exhibit A (which
include collection and disposal costs). Electronic items (“E-Waste”) as defined by the State of
Wisconsin, must be recycled by Service Recipient per state regulations, and are not acceptable

materials for collection per the terms of this contract.

Equipment: Contractor’s equipment shall be clearly marked with Contractor’s name and shall be
utilized in a manner specified by the manufacturer of such equipment to minimize or to prevent

the blowing or scattering onto the public streets or properties adjacent thereto.

Disposal of Solid Waste and Delivery of Recyclables: Contractor shall deliver all Solid Waste
collected hereunder to a disposal site of its choosing which is legally permitted to accept such
materials. As of the commencement of this Contract the facilities designated by Contractor for
receipt of Solid Waste are the Glacier Ridge Landfill located in Horicon Wisconsin or the Emerald
Park Landfill located in Muskego, Wisconsin. Contractor shall deliver all Recyclables collected
hereunder to the City’s designated processing facility, that being the County MRF. The City shall
be fully responsible for any and all County charges on materials collected hereunder which are
delivered to the County MRF. If the County MRF refuses to accept any Recyclables or is
otherwise not open for receipt of Recyclables during normal business hours, then Contractor may
deliver Recyclables to an alternative materials recycling facility and charge the City the additional

costs incurred therewith.

Rates: The rates for Collection and Disposal Services provided by Contractor hereunder are as set
forth on Exhibit A, attached hereto. Except as otherwise expressly provided herein, such rates
include all dumping/tipping fees imposed by Waukesha County, the State of Wisconsin, the
Federal Government, or any division or agency thereof. The rates set forth herein for solid waste
and recycling service per unit shall be increased annually on each anniversary date by 4.5%. State

Landfill surcharge shall not be subject to the annual 4.5% rate increases effective 1/1/2012.

a. From the date of this contract, the rates shall further be increased to reflect any increased
costs actually incurred by Contractor due to any increase in disposal or tipping fees on

solid waste and/or recyclables charged by the County, State or Federal Government, or any
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12.

increases in any governmental tax, surcharge, or other fees assessed on the services or
equipment related to this Agreement. Any increase shall be evidenced by documentation
provided by Contractor to the City. Appended as Exhibit B is the list of tipping fees, solid
waste and/or recyclable charges and other surcharges which are in effect as of January 1,

2011. (Any future increases shall be based on actual tonnages of materials disposed of.)

b. Contractor may petition the City for any other rate adjustments from time to time on the
basis of unusual changes in its costs of doing business. (Example: The City experiences a
rare storm causing significant damage, resulting in excessive solid waste to be collected
and disposed of.) In such event Contractor shall submit a written request to the City,
which request shall be reviewed for merit by the City Council and if deemed reasonable
and appropriate shall be effective from the date that the Contractor experienced the

increased costs.

Fuel Surcharge: Contractor may, on a monthly basis, add a fuel charge to the City’s invoice for
services rendered hereunder (the “Fuel Surcharge”). The rates set forth herein shall include the
Fuel Surcharge up to the base rate of $3.33 per gallon of diesel fuel. For every $0.10 that the
Midwest average cost of diesel fuel is above $3.33 per gallon, the Fuel Surcharge shall be 0.4% of
the total amount invoiced minus the State Landfill Surcharge. If the Midwest average price of
diesel fuel decreases to an amount below $2.75 per gallon, contractor shall credit city 0.4% on the
total amount invoiced minus the State Landfill Surcharge for every $0.10 that the Midwest
average cost of diesel fuel is below $2.75 per gallon. The Fuel Surcharge will be based on the
Midwest average cost of diesel fuel for the prior month as published by the United States
government, which data is available on the internet at:

http://tonto.eia.doe.gov/oog/info/wohdp/diesel detail report combined.asp.

Payment to Contractor: Contractor shall submit invoices directly to the City on a monthly basis

for its services rendered hereunder based on the number of Service Recipients within the City. As
of the commencement of this Contract, the number of Single-Family Service Recipients within the
City is 2024 and the number of Multi-Family units is 878, subject to verification by Contractor
(the “Unit Count”). The Unit Count shall be updated every month during the term of this Contract

based on any new or removed Service Recipients, (except in the event of an annexation the Unit



Count shall be updated as of the date of annexation). In the event of any dispute regarding the
Unit Count, a physical unit count of the number of Service Recipients within the City shall
govern. The City shall pay Contractor the full amount invoiced, regardless of the amount actually
collected by City from Service Recipients no later than 30 days following the date of Contractor’s

invoice.

13. Service Issues: The Contractor will answer complaints or questions from Service Recipients

concerning service issues. As such, Contractor shall provide a manned telephone answering
service from 7:00 a.m. until 4:30 p.m. Monday through Friday, excluding Holidays, for the
purpose of receiving complaints and other calls regarding Collection Service provided by
Contractor. The Contractor shall act upon all reasonable and valid complaints within forty-eight
(48) hours of receipt of the complaint by Contractor. Upon request the Contractor shall provide

the City with a report summarizing complaints and service issues.

14. Licenses and Taxes: The Contractor shall obtain and keep current all licenses and permits

required by applicable law for the performance of the services contemplated herein.

15. Indemnification and Insurance:

a. The Contractor shall indemnify and save harmless the City, its officers, agents, and
employees, from and against any and all suits, actions, legal proceedings, claims, demands,
damages, costs, including reasonable attorney’s fees for counsel selected by the City,
which suits, actions, legal proceedings, claims, demands, damages or costs relate to or
arise out of the Contractor’s failure to perform any obligation under the terms of this
contract, as well as any such suits, actions, legal proceedings, claims, demands, damages or
costs arising out of or relating to the Contractor’s negligence, willful misconduct or other

omissions of the Contractor, its officers, agents, or employees.

b. Contractor shall carry the following types and minimum limits of insurance:
i. Bodily Injury $1,000,000
ii. Accidental Death $1,000,000 per person per accident
iii. Property Damage $1,000,000



iv. Commercial General Liability Insurance. Policy will be written to provide
coverage for, but not limited to, the following: premises and operations, products
and completed operations, personal injury, blanket contractual coverage, broad
form property damage, and independent contractor’s coverage. Limits of liability
shall be not less than $1,000,000 general aggregate, $1,000,000 products/completed
operations aggregate, $1,000,000 personal and advertising injury, $1,000,000 each
occurrence. Coverage shall not contain standard form pollution exclusion.

v. Automobile Liability Insurance. Business automobile policy covering all owned,
hired and non-owned private passenger autos and commercial vehicles. Limits of
liability not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence, $1,000,000 aggregate.

vi. Umbrella Liability Insurance. Coverage shall be in excess of contractor’s liability,
commercial general liability, and automobile liability insurance required above.
Limits of liability not less than $2,000,000 each occurrence, $2,000,000 aggregate.
The aforesaid limits of liability may be increased or decreased by mutual consent of
the parties, which consent will not be unreasonably withheld by either party, in the
event of any factors or occurrences, including substantial increases in the level of
jury verdicts or judgments or the passage of state, federal or other governmental
compensation plans, or laws which would materially increase or decrease City or
Contractor’s exposure to risk.

vii. Workers Compensation Insurance as required by law.

c. Cancellation or non-renewal of any such policy may not occur without thirty (30) days
written notice to the City and all policies, except worker’s compensation, shall name the
City and its officers, agents, representatives as an additional insureds, evidence of which
shall be provided in the form of insurance certificates to the City within fifteen (15) days
after execution of this Contract. Company shall defend, indemnify and hold the City and
additional insures harmless from and against payment of any deductible and payment of

any premium on any policy required under this paragraph.

16. Independent Contractor: Contractor is in all respects an independent contractor and is in no

respect an agent, servant, or employee of the City.

Legal Holidays; Inclement Weather: The following legal holidays shall be observed by the
Contractor (“Holiday”): New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day,
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day. If the collection day falls on a Holiday, then Contractor
shall provide Collection Services on the next normal collection day following the Holiday or the
following Saturday.  In the event of inclement weather that prohibits normal collection, the
collection will be delayed with the notification to and consent of the City but in no event more
than three days. Under no circumstances shall collections be made on Sundays or Holidays,

except if designated by the City.

Force Majeure: Except for the obligation to pay for services rendered, if, and to the extent
Contractor is precluded from performing its duties and obligations under this Contract as the result
of an Act of God, authority of laws, strikes, lockouts, labor disputes, riots or other causes beyond
its control and by which the exercise of reasonable diligence such party is unable to prevent (a
“Force Majeure Event”), Contractor shall be excused to the extent that its performance continues
to be precluded by such acts and shall not be considered in default. The rates set forth herein are
for Collection Services for materials generated in the normal and ordinary course, if an event
results in Solid Waste and/or Recyclables being generated in excess of that in the normal and
ordinary course, Contractor and the City will negotiate in good faith rates applicable to additional

work and collection.

Amendments: This Contract constitutes the entire agreement of the parties regarding the subject

matter hereof and may be amended or modified only by written agreement signed by both parties.

Notices: All notices or other communication to be given hereunder shall be in writing and shall be

deemed given when mailed by United States Certified Mail, addressed to:

21. Default: If either party breaches this Contract or defaults in the performance of any of the

covenants or conditions contained herein for ten (10) days after the other party has given the party

breaching or defaulting written notice of such breach or default, unless a longer period of time is

required to cure such breach or default and the party breaching or defaulting shall have

commenced to cure such breach or default within said period and pursues diligently to the

completion thereof, any nonbreaching or defaulting party may: (i) terminate this Contract as of

any date which said other party may select provided it is at least fifteen (15) days after the notice

period in which the defaulting party has to cure or commence curing the breach or default; or (ii)

pursue any other right or remedy to which it may be entitled. No remedy is intended to be

exclusive of any other remedy but each and every such remedy shall be cumulative.

Applicable Law. This Agreement is to be construed according to the statutes and laws of

Severability. If any term, covenant, condition or provision of this Contract shall be
construed to be illegal, invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Contract shall not be
affected thereby, and the illegal, invalid or unenforceable term, covenant, condition or
provision shall be deemed stricken and deleted herefrom to the same extent and effect as if
never incorporated herein, but all other terms, covenants, conditions or provisions of this
Contract shall continue in full force and effect.

Reports. At the City’s request, Contractor shall prepare periodic reports consisting of a
summation of the amount of materials, the nature of the material collected, hours of
operation and any other information reasonably requested by the City with respect to
Contractor’s performance of this Contract.

Performance. Contractor shall be responsible for collection, transportation, and disposal
of all collected materials in accordance with all applicable City, County, State and Federal
ordinances, codes, statutes and regulations.

Assignment. Contractor may not assign its rights or responsibilities under this Agreement

without the prior written consent of the City Council.

23. Public Records:

a. City and Contractor recognize that applying applicable Wisconsin public records laws to
particular records requests can be difficult, in light of copyright and other confidentiality
protections. To ensure that applicable laws are followed, both with regard to private rights,
and with regard to public records laws, City and Contractor agree as follows. When City
receives public records requests for matters that City believes might be proprietary or
confidential information, City will notify Contractor of the request. Within three (3) days
of such notification (subject to extension of time upon mutual written agreement),
Contractor shall either provide City with the record that is requested, for release to the
requestor; or Contractor shall advise City that Contractor objects to the release of the
requested information, and the basis for the objection.

Contractor
shall not charge for work performed under this paragraph, except for the "actual, necessary
and direct" charge of responding to the records request, as that is defined and interpreted in
Wisconsin law.

b. In addition to, and not to the exclusion or prejudice of, any provisions of this agreement or
documents incorporated herein by reference, Contractor shall indemnify and save harmless
and agrees to accept tender of defense and to defend and pay any and all legal, accounting,
consulting, engineering and other expenses relating to the defense of any claim asserted or
imposed upon the City, its officers, agents, employees and independent contractors
growing out of (i) City’s denial of a records request, based upon objections made by
Contractor, or (i1) Contractor's failure to provide records to City upon City’s request; or
(i1) City’s charges made to a records requestor, based upon reimbursement of costs
Contractor charged to City in responding to a records request; or (iv) City’s lack of timely
response to a records request, following Contractor's failure to timely respond to City as
required herein; or (v) City’s provision of records to a requestor that were provided to City
by Contractor in response to a records request. Contractor's claims of proprietary rights, or
any other copyright or confidentiality claims, shall be waived such that City may provide
all requested documents, programs, data, and other records to the requestor, upon failure

by Contractor to defend, indemnify or hold harmless the City as required herein, and/or

upon judgment of a court having jurisdiction in the matter requiring release of such

records.

R. Dupler stated Mr. Schuder returns to the Plan Commission this month with a revised
application that responds to the direction of the Plan Commission. The new plan demonstrates
that the proposed building footprint respects the mandatory setbacks and does not encroach
into the parking lot drive lane. This garage will be utilized by his business as well as the other
businesses in the multi-tenant building. Placement of the garage will displace five existing
parking stalls north of the business building. The required parking ratio is maintained despite
the net loss of one parking space in the conversion from five parking lot spaces to four garage
spaces is allowable. Existing pavement east of the building is identified for landscape screening
which will buffer the building exposure to the east from the neighboring businesses. The garage
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is designed to replicate the colors and finishes of the principle structure. However the petition
still illustrates vinyl siding. The petitioner has been notified that the conversion to Hardi-Plank
would be an acceptable substitution. There was discussion among the Plan Commission about
the location of the garage and that there is no way to see traffic while cars are backing out of the
garage. There was discussion about the building’s siding and if it should be vinyl or Hardi-

M. DeYoe
stated there were complaints about the signs in the last election. Some had flags on them and
people were offended.

L. Scopp explained that the Village of Nashotah Board had been working with
Village of Nashotah Engineering Staff to determine the correct grading in the
areas near Merton Farm regarding runoff issues. Elevations were believed to be
correct with only minor changes noted in all areas except for a berm that was to
have been designed to prohibit water from going over Nagawicka Avenue. This
grading information was being compared to original Department of Natural
Resources (DNR) documentation for the area. Questions remained as to the
accuracy of the original DNR information and that was being investigated as well.
Rich Lartz, Village Board President, would meet with the Homeowner's
Association in the future regarding pond maintenance. Once spring arrived,
additional work could move forward on this matter. K. Attwell stated it would be
nice to have the DNR findings and engineering information shared with City Staff.
L. Scopp will convey this information to the Village of Nashotah Board. K. Attwell
also noted he had walked the site with Tom Hafner, City Director of Public
Works, and it seemed as though various berms should be higher than what was
currently constructed.

Discussion ensued regarding various options for slowing water in the retention
pond area.

Unfinished Business

a.

Discussion and action on previously presented possible recommendations to
Council by committee

A. Zietlow stated he wanted to review the draft recommendations with the
Committee at this time for conceptual approval. Discussion ensued regarding
the recommendations. Certain recommendations required additional information
that would be shared at a future meeting prior to making a decision on the
recommendation list. B. Leonard stated she would like to see a recommendation
added that the City provide assistance or information to steer residents in the
correct direction regarding the opportunities within the Chapter 30 permit. If local
approval was required in the projects moving forward, full disclosure of the
overall project impacts would be required so that others could understand the
impact to the overall dredging project and permitting process.

Discussion ensued regarding the recommendation related to expansion of the
Chapter 26 portion of the City’s zoning code on storm water management. There
seemed to be two concepts within Chapter 26 as presented by R. Shirikian in
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previous Committee meetings. One concept was related to the storm water
management efforts that could be undertaken by the City. The second concept
provided a funding mechanism to do so. The Committee agreed neither concept
should be removed from the recommendations list at this time; nor should the
funding aspect of this Chapter be put forward as the only funding mechanism for
the dredging project. Further discussion ensued by the Committee as to the
discrepancies in the areas, properties, impervious surface and benefit to all in
relation to the cost for the project if Chapter 26 were expanded as suggested in
the past. It was determined that this recommendation required further discussion
at a future meeting.

Discussion and action on subjects of presentation on November 30, 2010 by
Tom Hafner, Director of Public Works

Discussion and action dredging basin vs. riparian properties

A. Zietlow stated items 3b and 3c would be discussed at one time. He noted that
at the November 30, 2010 Dredging Plan B Committee meeting, T. Hafner had
discussed potential timelines for various dewatering processes depending on the
type of materials utilized in the dewatering. M. Hausman noted that the
Anderson’s private riparian project was completed in approximately six weeks
and perhaps the timeline for dredging and dewatering the sediment basin could
be faster as well.

Discussion and action Chapter 26 funding proposal

R. Shirikian stated the word “funding” should be removed from this action item.
While in the past the Committee had discussed this matter, it was important to
understand the underlying meaning of Chapter 26 was ultimately related to storm
water management not taxation. It was a storm water management ordinance
with a funding mechanism within it for assessment purposes. Impacts to the
Chapter 26 funding proposal would be understood more fully after Item 4a would
be discussed.

4, New Business

a.

Alternate funding proposals by committee members and possible action on
proposals

M. Hausman distributed a model for funding the dredging project. The model
provide a new funding formula based on cost per property per year for ten years
based on the location of the property within the City. Portions of the model
included citywide responsibility with additional fiscal responsibility shared with the
lakefront property owners and property owners near the Bark River sediment
basin. This model was conceptual at this point and more refinement was
needed; however, efforts were made to include confirmed numbers to the extent
possible.
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Discussion ensued regarding the need to be consistent and equitable when
utilizing public monies in areas of the model presented. Project costs could be
lower than anticipated and he thought the information could be shared as a “Not
to Exceed” model in theory. There were still several factors that needed to be
clarified in moving this formula forward, including condo arrangements, deeded
properties, differentiation from properties that had channel access, etc. Factors
related to the amount of sediment to be removed would have obvious impacts to
the formula that could only be realized further along in the process. Clarification
was needed for assessment purposes within the model, and it was also important
to have determination of who would be participating in various aspects of the
project. M. Hausman would continue to research information shared within the
conceptual model and would report his findings at the next Committee meeting.

Discussion ensued regarding the frontage discrepancies for property owners.
While some property owners were willing to contribute more, others were less
inclined to do so. T. Aicher stated an alternative could be to create the potential
for charitable giving for the project for those that had a willingness to pay more in
order to assist those that were able to afford less.

A discussion of restoration planting was held at this time. Estimated costs for
restorative plantings were also included in the project model but also required
additional verification.

Suggestions were heard from the Committee regarding the “Not to Exceed”
formula shared by M. Hausman including restoration planting costs, inclusion of a
range of figures, establishment of a “value” position in the City-wide investment
portion of the model, and the need for additional education of the public on the
information and recommendations put forth by the Committee. It was also
suggested that Committee members begin talking through the model with
residents to determine where additional information was needed prior to the next
Committee meeting.

A potential timeline was discussed for moving the dredging project forward with
regard to the spring election schedule. A. Zietlow stated he did not think an
accurate timeframe existed to accommodate this issue as part of the April 2011
election.

b. Proposal to recommend that Common Council support private riparian owners
dredging applications

A. Zietlow stated this item had been discussed earlier in the meeting; however,
he requested an update from audience member, Kent Attwell, on the private
riparian dredging project being undertaken by K. Attwell and his neighbors.

K. Attwell, 2816 Ridley Road, explained the private dredging project for the inlet
on the northeast corner of Zastrow’s Bay was proceeding. There were ten
contiguous property owners that were involved in the project, with end properties
being disparate in frontage. The group was fortunate in that the properties
involved had enough room to provide dewatering on site close to the water and
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this had reduced the cost of the project for them. He noted areas where the
Chapter 30 permit had been helpful in the process to be dredged and other areas
of the lake where exceptions were being requested in terms of depth to be
dredged. In addition, he was aware of at least three other private riparian
dredging projects on the lake that were moving forward at this time.

C. Firm up short term and long term dredging programs and funding
This item was discussed in Iltem 4a.

Attached is a draft of the proposed Public Records Ordinance for the Common Council’s consideration.

This version is much more in-depth than the City’s current ordinance. The major updates to this section
reflect the changes in technology and how we currently store and retrieve records.

For example, the City uses an Electronic Content Management system (ECM), Laserfiche to digitally
store and retrieve records, which can be done very quickly and effectively. The proposed ordinance
reflects the usage of this ECM and allows the City to store certain documents (pending Wisconsin State
Historical Society (WSHS) approval) to be stored digitally and the paper to be destroyed. The retention
of these records will be reflected in a Records Retention Schedule which is currently being worked on.
This schedule is based on State Statutes and permissions by the WSHS.

The ordinance has been reviewed by Attorney Hammes and John Taylor and | recommend it for
adoption. Once the Common Council adopts the ordinance, it will be sent to the WSHS for their review
and adoption also. Once the City receives that approval, the Clerk’s Office staff can begin the records
retention project.

Also, below is an email from Alderman Tim Aicher supporting this ordinance.



HI Tim,

We do daily, Friday and Monthly backups on tape drives. The monthly drive is stored in a safe
deposit box at Town Bank. The backup contains all files on all drives on the City Hall Server.

As for the Public Safety Building, Taylor has it set where the tapes are changed daily M-F, on
Friday that tape is placed in the safe deposit box, there are 4 Friday tapes that are rotated
through the safe deposit box.

AN ORDINANCE REPEALING AND RECREATING SECTION 3.07 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF

THE CITY OF DELAFIELD, WAUKESHA COUNTY, WISCONSIN

THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DELAFIELD, WAUKESHA COUNTY, WISCONSIN,
DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1: Section 3.07 of the Municipal Code is repealed and recreated to read as follows:

3.70 PUBLIC RECORDS.

Declaration of Policy. A representative government is dependent upon an informed

electorate and therefore it is declared to be the public policy of the City of Delafield that
all persons are entitled to the greatest possible information regarding the affairs of their
government and the official acts of those officers and employees who represent them.
Further, providing persons with such information is an essential function of a
representative government and an integral part of the routine duties of officers and
employees whose responsibility it is to provide such information. To that end, this
ordinance shall be construed in every instance with a presumption of complete public
access, consistent with the conduct of governmental business. The denial of public
access generally is contrary to the public interest and only in an exceptional case may
access be denied. Therefore, the City of Delafield does hereby adopt and incorporate,
as though fully set forth herein, the provisions of Wisconsin’s Public Records laws, sec.
19.31 through 19.39, Wisconsin Statutes, inclusive of all future amendments and
revisions to such sections of the Wisconsin Statutes. The following provisions are
intended to supplement, not to replace or to supplant, the Wisconsin Public Records
Laws.

Records Custodians.

@) Designation of Records Custodians and Alternate Custodians - “Custodian”
means that officer, department head of the City of Delafield who is designated by
the Mayor or by the terms of this ordinance, to keep and preserve public records,
or whom is required by law to file, deposit, or keep such public record in his/her
office, or is lawfully in possession or lawfully entitled to possession of public
records. The City Clerk is the legal custodian of the records of the Common
Council as a body politic and for all Common Council boards, committees and
commissions. Each alderperson shall be the custodian of their individual official
records, such as their correspondence, memorandums and e-mail. Any
alderperson may designate, in writing, the City Clerk to act as the official
custodian of the alderperson’s individual official records. For every Department,
the Department Head is the custodian of records for their agency. Every
custodian of records shall designate in writing one or more employees to act in
his or her absence as an alternate custodian of such records.

Duties - Custodians are vested with full legal power to render decisions and carry
out the duties of the City under this ordinance. Each custodian shall establish a
procedure for handling records and shall see that all of their employees entrusted
with records are informed of these procedures. If a custodian has any question
about granting or denying a request to inspect or copy any record, he or she may
consult with the City Attorney.

Public Records Training - Each custodian and alternate custodian shall receive
training regarding public records laws as soon as practicable upon receiving
these duties. Custodians and alternate custodians are personally responsible for
keeping current with any developments or advancements in records keeping and
the Wisconsin Public Records Laws.

Form of Request - The Wisconsin Public Records Law dictates that certain
actions must be taken with regards to oral requests for records and that certain
more formal actions are taken in response to written requests for records.
However, the state law does not expressly state how to respond to the following
methods of communication. Therefore, requests made by the following means
shall be responded to as follows:

1. E-mail - a request made by e-mail may be responded to via e-mail or in
writing and shall have all of the formalities as though the request was
made in writing.

2. Voice-mail - a request made by voice-mail shall be responded to as
though it were made orally.

3. Instant _Messaging/Text Messaging - a request made in either such
manner shall be treated as an oral request.

Treatment of Certain Data As Records - The Wisconsin Public Records Law
provides little or no guidance as to whether the raw and perishable data of the
following technologies qualify as records that must be maintained. Therefore the
Common Council determines the following status of these technologies:

1. E-mail - the data in an e-mail message may constitute a public record and
is subject to maintenance as a public record. The data in an e-mail is
subject to the same analysis under the public records statutes as an
equivalent paper or hard copy record. The City Administrator is
responsible for ensuring that all e-mails are properly preserved for such
analysis.



Voice-mail - a voice-mail message is not a public record and voice-malil
messages do not have to be maintained as public records. These
messages are the functional equivalent of phone conversations. Phone
conversations clearly are not public records. Additionally, these
messages also share many of the attributes of “personal notes” which are
not public records either. Finally, these messages cannot be indexed or
maintained in any manner that would allow for their easy classification,
searching or retrieval.

Instant Messaging (IM)/Text Messaging (TM) - Except as set forth in this
paragraph and in subparagraph (3)(b)9. and 10. hereof, the data involved
in IM/TM communications is not subject to maintenance as a public
record. IM/TM has all of the attributes of instantaneous exchange of
ideas, as does a regular telephone conversation. Furthermore, the data
exchange has the same technological issues as to capturing and storage
of data that is present with regards to voice-mail with an additional
concern - the raw data is often only briefly stored or not stored at all by the
third party vendors or hosts that provide these services. Thus, this
technology is even closer to a true telephone conversation than are voice-
mails. Therefore, City employees and officials shall refrain from using such
services for official communications purposes or for matters that would
result in a public record if another format such as email or written
communications were employed, unless the employee or official preserves
a copy of such communications by either copying them to their emalil
account, downloading the communications to their city computer, making
a computer file of the communications or by printing and retaining a copy
of such communications.

Voice Over the Internet Protocol (VOIP) - The City does not monitor nor
record the data associated with the conversations that occur over VOIP.
Such conversations are the very same real time voice communications as
standard telephone conversations that are not public records. The only
difference between these communications is the medium employed in
transmitting the voice communications from one participant in the
conversation to all others involved in the conversation.

Audio, Video, Data Transmissions & Communications - Although audio,
video, data and radio transmissions and communications may be
processed through city computers, the City does not routinely copy the
data nor maintain records of such communications. Whenever the City
copies, records or maintains copies or recordings of such communications
or transmissions, those copies may constitute public records that are
subject to records requests and which must be maintained according to
the appropriate records retention schedule. The Waukesha County
Consolidation Dispatch Center is the custodian for police and fire radio
communications.




Audio/Video Recordings - Unless otherwise provided herein, are public
records subject to requests and must be maintained according to the
retention schedules published herein.

a. Rewritable Recording Systems - Those systems where the
recordings are routinely overwritten by newer recordings, such as in
continuous loop videotape or digital video written to a camera’s
hard drive or memory, such data does not constitute a record
unless it is further downloaded, printed or separately preserved to
memorialize some event or proceeding. Until such time as these
recordings are downloaded, printed or separately preserved, these
recordings do not have to be preserved and, as the recording
equipment programs/protocols may dictate, can be overwritten,
erased or otherwise destroyed. @ However, if such data is
downloaded, printed, or separately preserved it shall be treated as
a record and shall be retained in accordance with the retention
schedules.

b. Recordings made for the purpose of preparing minutes of meetings
- In accordance with sec. 19.21(7), Wis. Stats., any tape or digital
recording of a meeting, as defined in sec. 19.82(2), Wis. Stats., by
any city body as defined by sec. 19.82(1), to include each City
board, commission and committee, may be destroyed, overwritten,
or recorded over no sooner than ninety (90) days after the minutes
have been approved and published if the purpose of the recording
was to take minutes of the meeting.

Electronic Document Files - Where records, as that term is defined in sec.
19.32(2) Wis. Stats., exist in an electronic format only, such electronic
records shall be maintained according to the appropriate retention
schedule. Where both hard copy (i.e., paper) and electronic copies of a
record exist they shall each be subject to public records requests.
However, when the custodian has designated, pursuant to sub. (9)
electronic records as the official records, only the electronic copy shall be
retained and made available for inspection under the public records laws.
Where the custodian has not made such a designation, only the hard copy
shall be subject to inspection as a public record and the electronic copies
shall be treated and disposed of as draft documents that do not need to be
maintained beyond creation of the final hard copy.

Electronic logs/Temporary data files - These logs and temporary data files
provide detailed information about the design and functionality of the city’s
computer network. These logs are routinely overwritten on a daily basis
due to the high volume of traffic that is being logged. Unrestricted access
to these logs and files would constitute a breach of system security and
leave the system vulnerable to exploitation and hacking. In order to
ensure network security, these logs are available to City Administrator’s
authorized staff only. These determinations apply to the following types of
logs and data files:




a. Syslogs for network electronic devices - All logs created by network
devices such as firewalls, routers, switches, etc., which are used for
monitoring and trending computer network traffic patterns and/or
detecting unauthorized network traffic.

b. Network server _security, application and event logs - These logs
are used to monitor activity on city network servers including
successful/unsuccessful login attempts, file system access,
hardware performance, etc. These logs provide detailed information
about city network account ID’s, file system structure, and hardware
profiles.

C. Network security appliance logs - All logs created by network
security devices such as the anti-virus appliance, anti-SPAM
appliance, content filtering appliance, etc., which are used to
monitor specific types of unauthorized or malicious traffic on the city
network. These logs identify specific network traffic patterns and/or
protocols that are allowed or disallowed on the city network.

d. Application logs - These logs are used to monitor activity on various
database applications, but do not contain specific audits of
database transactions. These logs can contain version information,
program variables, and programming logic.

Emerging Technologies and Records Retention — As new information
technologies emerge the City Administrator shall evaluate these
technologies and their benefit to City operations. The City Administrator
shall consider whether any of these technologies provide the capacity to
archive public records created by these technologies. Whenever it is
economically and practically feasible to archive records created by such
technologies that archiving shall be incorporated into any deployment of
said technologies. Whenever the technologies do not provide for such
archiving capabilities the City Administrator shall consider whether the
benefits of employing such technologies outweigh the risks that some
public records may not be retained by deployment of such technologies.
Where such benefits outweigh these risks City employees shall refrain
from using such technologies for official communications purposes or for
matters that would result in a public record if another format such as email
or written communications were employed. In the event that such
technologies are used for such communications purposes the employee
shall preserve a copy of such communications by either copying them to
their email account, downloading the communications to their city
computer, making a computer file of the communications or by printing
and retaining a copy of such communications. The City Administrator shall
also ensure that, as soon as practical and economically feasible, archiving
systems are obtained for any information technology that is deployed
without an archiving system.

Use of Technologies to Avoid Duty to Preserve Public Records Prohibited
- No employee shall use or employ any form of communications or
information technology with the intent or design to circumvent the records
retention requirements of this ordinance. For example, Text Messaging
shall not be used in lieu of email to share or create a public record unless
the employee complies with the provisions of subparagraph (3)(b)(9),
above.

Format For Delivery of Records.

1.

Same Format as Record Exists & Redacted Records - Except as
otherwise provided by law, any requester may receive or inspect a record
in the very same format in which the City maintains the record. However,
whenever it is necessary to redact or excise portions of a record in order
to comply with the Wisconsin Public Records Laws, the redactions shall
be made with the assistance of the City Clerk. Whenever electronic
redaction or excisions cannot be done in a secure manner that preserves
such redactions and prevents the viewing of the redacted information then
such redactions should be made by hand, not electronically, and the
requestor shall only receive a hard copy, not an electronic copy, of the
redacted record. A requestor may not be charged for the time necessary
to review a record and to redact or excise non-releasable materials.

E-mailing Records - When practicable, records may be e-mailed to the
requestor. In order to ensure the integrity of City records, any e-mailed
document shall be converted to a secure format, so that the document
cannot readily be edited, changed or modified by the recipient, prior to
sending the document to anyone outside of the City government. There
shall not be any reproduction charge for e-mailing records, however, such
records may still be subject to payment of a location fee as established in
sec. 19.35(3)(c), Wis. Stats.

Reproduction Fees. To the extent possible, the City Administrator and the City

Clerk shall develop a uniform fee schedule for the reproduction of records that
shall be used by every department. Such schedule shall include the following
provisions and considerations:

1.

Fees imposed upon a records requestor may not exceed the actual,
necessary and direct costs of reproducing and/or transcribing of the
record, unless a fee is otherwise specifically established or authorized by
state or federal law.

If the record exists in such a format that it cannot be easily reproduced,
such as a mock-up of a building, then the custodian may photograph the
record and may charge the requestor for the actual, necessary and direct
costs of such photographing and photographic processing.

The fee schedule for photocopying records shall be:

A fee established, from time to time, by Resolution adopted by the
Common Council.

Full cost of reproduction for materials such as microfilms, tapes,
computer printouts, etc. not otherwise identified in the schedule
developed under this subsection. In such cases, the Department
Head who is the records custodian, in consultation with the City
Clerk, must determine the costs for reproduction of such records.
The determination of these costs shall be made by utilizing a
practice or factors that are as uniform as practicable across City
departments/divisions.

Other Fees.

i. Location Fee. If the cost of locating a requested record is
fifty dollars ($50) or more, the requester shall pay the full
cost, as determined by the department or division head.
Such cost shall not exceed the actual, necessary and direct
cost of locating such record. Whenever it is determined that
such location costs will exceed fifty dollars ($50) the
requestor shall be required to post a deposit with the
custodian that is equal to the reasonable good faith estimate
of such costs.

il. Mailing Fee. Custodians shall impose a fee upon a
requester for the actual, necessary and direct cost of mailing
or shipping of any copy or record that is mailed or shipped to
the requester.

Fee Waivers. A custodian may provide copies of a record without
charge or at a reduced charge where the department head
determines in writing that waiver or reduction of the fee is in the
public interest.

Prepayment of Fees. Custodians may require prepayment by a
requester of any fee or fees imposed under this Subdivision if the
total amount exceeds five dollars ($5) and a custodian shall require
prepayment by a requester of any fee or fees imposed under this
subdivision if the total amount exceeds fifty dollars ($50). If
prepayment is required, the custodian shall not process the request
until such prepayment has been posted with the custodian.

Special Rules Regarding Reproduction of E-mail Records.

Reproducing E-mails Dated Earlier than October 1, 2003 - E-mails dated October
1, 2003 or before were not stored in an archive. The restoration and location of
these e-mails is difficult and labor intensive. Such requests often take more than
thirty (30) days to comply with due to labor and technical issues. Custodians who
receive requests for these records should inform the requestor of these issues.
Such requests must be immediately forwarded to the City Administrator who may
prepare an estimate of the actual, necessary and direct cost of locating such
records and whom shall provide technical assistance to the custodian.

Reproducing E-mails Dated October 1, 2003 or Later - All City of Delafield e-mail
transactions dated October 1, 2003 or later have been preserved in a searchable
data archive. When requests are made for such records, custodians should
clarify with the requestor, the various search terms and e-mail boxes that the
requestor would have the City Clerk search for. Once the requestor has
specified search terms, the custodian should contact the City Administrator for
technical assistance in fulfilling the request. E-mails are archived and retained
for seven years and shall be purged in the eighth year of retention.

E-mail chains - E-mails are often sent to multiple recipients. A requestor will be
provided with one copy of such an e-mail and all responses to that e-mail.
Unless a requestor specifically requests otherwise, they will not be provided with
multiple copies of such an e-mail showing receipt by each of the designated e-
mail recipients.

Time for Compliance and Procedures.

Time - The fulfillment of public records requests is a high priority for the City.
Therefore, each custodian, upon request for any record, shall, as soon as
practicable and without delay, either fill the request or notify the requester of
her/his determination to deny the request in whole or in part and the reasons
therefore. If a request may take more than ten (10) business days to process,
then the custodian must respond to the requestor within those ten days with an
estimate of when such processing shall be completed and an explanation of the
reasons supporting that estimate.

City Attorney Consultation Required — Before any custodian may deny access to
any records or portion thereof, the custodian must consult with the City Attorney.
Such consultation shall occur as soon as practicable after the custodian has
assembled and reviewed the requested record. In any response to a requestor,
the custodian shall include a statement that he or she consulted the City Attorney
regarding the denial of access to any records. Any denial of access made by a
custodian without such consultation and statement is not considered a response
from the City of Delafield.

No Destruction of Records While a Request is Pending or While a Denial of a Request
is Being Appealed. No custodian may destroy any record at any time after the receipt of
a request for inspection or copying of the record until after the request is granted or until
at least sixty (60) days after the date that the request is denied. If any legal action is
pending regarding or related to the record, the record may not be destroyed without the
express authorization of the City Attorney. No record that is the object of or which has
been produced pursuant to a discovery order or a subpoena may be destroyed without
the express consent of the City Attorney.

Retention Schedules. The City, in accordance with sec. 19.21(4)(b) and 16.61(3)(e).
Wis. Stats. adopts the following records retention schedules:

@) Retention Schedule For All Records . For all records the City Administrator, in
consultation with the City Attorney and City Clerk, shall develop the City of
Delafield’s Records Retention Schedule and such records shall be maintained in
accordance with the provisions of that schedule. Such schedule must be
approved by the Wisconsin Public Records Board and approved by the Common
Council. In the event that such a records retention schedule is not adopted by the
Common Council or approved by the Wisconsin Public Records Board, all
previously adopted City records retention schedules shall remain in full force and
effect until such time as a records retention schedule is adopted in accordance
with this subsection.

(b) Records that are Evidence. No record may be destroyed that has been identified
as, or that may have value as, evidence in any civil or criminal legal proceeding,
labor arbitration or disciplinary action. No record may be destroyed at any time
within sixty (60) days of the denial of a request to review the record or any part
thereof.

(©) Compliance with Federal or Other Retention Requirements. Notwithstanding the
City of Delafield Records Retention Schedule set forth in sub. (8)(a) above,
custodians may not destroy any record where any contract, grant, funding
conditions, state or federal statute require that such records be maintained for a
longer period of time.

(d) Offer_of Records to State Historical Society Before Destruction. The City is
required to offer all obsolete records to the State Historical Society in accordance
with sec. 19.21(4)(a), Wis. Stats., prior to destruction of those records. The City
Clerk may apply to the State Historical Society for a waiver of this requirement as
to certain categories of records under such person’s authority that they
reasonably believe have little or no significant historical value.

Electronic Formatting or Other Reproduction of Records. The Custodian or any
Department Head, may, with the approval of the City Clerk, retain and preserve public
records in his/her possession by means of microfilm, or another reproduction method,
optical imaging or electronic formatting. Such records shall meet the standards for
photographic reproduction set forth in Sec. 16.61(7)(a) and (b), Wis. Stats. (2001-2002
Wis. Admin. Code 8 PR 1 (current through Wis. Admin. Reg. No. 467, Nov. 1994) and
Wis. Admin. Code § Adm. 12 (current through Wis. Admin. Reg. 554, Feb. 2002). Such
records shall be considered original records for all purposes. Such records shall be
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preserved along with other files of the department or division and shall be open to public
inspection and copying according to the provisions of state law and of Subsections (1)
through (3) of this ordinance. The original hardcopy of any document or record which
has been converted to and which is also maintained as a microfilm, optical imaging,
electronic formatting or other reproduction in accordance with this section may be
destroyed in compliance with Subsection (7) of this ordinance.

(10) Severability. The provisions of this ordinance are severable. If any provision of this
ordinance is held to be invalid or unconstitutional or if the application of any provision of
this ordinance to any person or circumstance is held to be invalid or unconstitutional,
such holding shall not affect the other provisions or applications of this ordinance which
can be given effect without the invalid or unconstitutional provisions or applications. Itis
hereby declared the intent of the Common Council that this ordinance would have been
adopted had any invalid or unconstitutional provision or applications not been included
herein.

SECTION 2: All ordinances or parts of this ordinance conflicting or contravening the provisions of this
ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3: This Ordinance shall become effective upon passage and publication as required by
law.

0 Department Heads base their recommendation on employee performance and the Par Group’s wage
scale.

The Administrator reviews the memo with the Department Head and either concurs or modifies the
recommended wage increase. At this time, he also gives each Department Head their yearly review and informs
them of their wage increase.

Once a wage increase amount is agreed upon by the Administrator and the Department Head for the
department’s employees, the Department Head then gives each of their department’s employees a review and
awards them their wage increase.

A memo is generated by the Administrator and given to the Deputy Clerk-Treasurer for the payroll records.

The Mayor and | are implementing the wage increases for the non-union employees in the Police Department, Public
Works Department and Clerk’s Office (excluding the Administrator due to his contract), effective January 2, 2011. These
employees will receive the same wage increase as the union employees. Department Heads are still responsible for
