b. WISCONSIN LAKES CONFERENCE

c. BUOY PLACEMENT SUMMER OF 2007 
 

K. Wiedmeyer had obtained the current buoy placement map from T. Hafner 
(copies will be provided to the committee members).  He suggested placing 
buoys in an alternate pattern in the channel so as to form a lane from the 
boat landing out to the main lake and into the Kettle.  In addition, it was 
suggested that signs be placed in the very shallow areas of the lake.  He will 
check with the State to see if this is possible.  T. Hafner has indicated that 
the cost of the extra buoys is minimal.  K. Wiedmeyer will report on this 
subject again at the next meeting.   

  
6.  NEW BUSINESS 
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a. SPACE NEEDS REFERENDUM – MAYOR PHIL SCHUMAN 
 

Mayor Schuman reviewed the history of the project and the referendum 
process that is taking place.  There is an acute need for more space in the 
City.  Large brochures were distributed to the commissioners.  The City’s 
website contains a lot of information on the space needs referendum.  When 
the referendum passes, a design committee will be formed consisting of 
citizens, staff, and professionals.  The referendum is for the need of space in 
itself.  Mayor Schuman explained how doing the entire project at one time 
would make it an economy of scale project.  Many informational community 
meetings are taking place and citizens are encouraged to attend.  General 
discussion took place.  Mayor Schuman explained the tax rate analysis that 
was on the back side of the brochure.
