Project description: Construction of a test well (for the City of Delafield Well No. 2)

The test well is being proposed to determine if the sand and gravel aquifer is capable of supplying the water quality
and quantity necessary for a production well. The test well construction could be converted (with a written
approval) to a production well, or the test well may be pumped at a flow rate higher than 70 gpm for more than 72
hours.

As shown in one of the submittal drawings (11 inch by 17 inch size), the proposed well site is located on property
(Tax Key 0733-990-003) that is south of USH 16, north of the Georgia Pacific railway, and west of STH 83. The
well site is located in the SEY4 of the NE % of Section 4, Township 7 N, Range 18 E (in the City of Delafield). The
nearest well serving another utility (Village of Hartland Well No. 3) is located approximately 0.7 miles to the
southeast. It is believed that the proposed test well (or any future production well) will not have an adverse effect on
any nearby wells owned by another water utility. If there is an actual adverse effect caused by the proposed well to
nearby utility wells, or any other wells, the injured party may seek relief under the reasonableness of use tests set
forth in State of Wisconsin v. Michels Pipeline Construction, Inc., 63, Wis. 2nd, 278 (1974).

Per the email received on September 9, 2005, the proposed well site is located approximately 100 feet from any
existing property boundary. These property lines may be revised as the property is developed and if the construction
of a production well is determined to be feasible. Please be advised, ownership of well sites and property line
setbacks are discussed in NR 811.16(4)(a) and (b).

Per the letter received on September 2, 2005, there are two septic tank/drain field systems located within 400 feet
[the required setback established in NR 811.16(4)(d)]. The two septic tank/drain field systems are located
approximately 200 feet and 350 to 400 feet away from the proposed well site. Three exploratory borings were
drilled on the site. A review of the geologic logs show the existence of a shallow clay layer at depth between 40 and
45 feet and a deeper clay layer at a depth between 175 feet and 185 feet. Water levels in the borings were reported
between a depth of 55 feet to 62 feet. Based the geology described in the logs and the proposed (top of) screen
setting at a depth of 190 feet (for the proposed test well), it is believed that the discharges from the two septic tanks
will not be a source of contamination for any future production well.
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
